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There is a certain irony in American culture that our central 

holiday for family and thankfulness is immediately 

proceeded by a month of gift giving and receiving. Case in 

point is the exuberance of Black Friday, the consumer 

holiday that comes as soon as Thanksgiving is finished. 

Even as the Turkey has still not had a chance to digest in 

our stomachs, we are immediately searching for ways to 

spend money on our loved ways. The contrast between the 

quiet family day that is Thanksgiving, and the boisterous 

Christmas/Hanukkah/Kwanzaa mass celebration is 

unnerving, to say the least. As a rabbi, I also cannot help 

but notice that while Thanksgiving is multicultural and 

ecumenical in nature, the other is religion specific. 

In order to meld the two holiday seasons a little closer 

together, I give you a brief section of the Thanksgiving talk I 

gave at our interfaith service in Bordentown. I invite you to 

enter the Hanukkah season (which begins much earlier 

than usual this year, on December 4) with the spirit of 

inclusiveness and genuine appreciation that so embodies 

the interfaith service.  

ñMarge Piercy, one of my favorite poets, writes in the last 

verse of her poem The Book of Ruth and Naomi: At the 

season of first fruits we recall those travelers, co-

conspirators, scavengers, making do with leftovers and mill 

ends, whose friendship was stronger than fear, stronger 

than hunger, who walked together the road of shards, 

hands joined. 

The ñseason of first fruitsò that the poem describes refers to 

the Jewish holiday of Shavuot, the Feast of Weeks. Forty-

nine days after Passover, Shavuot usually occurs in late 

May or early June. This is when Jews traditionally read 

from The Book of Ruth, the rabbis picking up the theme of 

Harvest and connecting that to the time when we bring in 

our first fruits. 

 

For Americans, Thanksgiving is the holiday to remember 

the story of Ruth. During Thanksgiving, we celebrate the 

plenty of the harvest and what can happen when peoples 

of different faiths and cultures, put down their weapons and 

their hostility, and come together to have a meal. The 

Europeans and the Native Americans that broke bread 

together some four hundred years ago, had different 

languages and different traditions, they had grown up 

thousands of miles apart at a time when that was an 

inconceivable distance, and yet for one night in one year 

they were brothers and sisters. So too, the story of Naomi 

and Ruth, a Jew and a Moabite, sworn enemies who often 

were pitted against each other in Biblical times, found 

solace in each other's arms. 

The power of the Story of Ruth is contained in one line: 

ñYour God will be my God, and your people my people.ò At 

a time when conversion was unheard of, to cross that 

divide on your own, by your choice, to enter into enemy 

territory was all but unthinkable. For her efforts, Ruth is 

rewarded mightily, becoming the grandmother to David 

and, side by side, with Sara, Rebecca, Rachel and Leah, a 

heroine for all time. She teaches us that we can overcome 

our differences and that if we are brave enough to walk into 

that divide, we can transform the world. For the Native 

Americans who offered their hospitality to the travelers from 

overseas and to Ruth and Naomi who took a chance on 

friendship and love, we must be forever grateful. More than 

the bounty of the harvest and as Marge Piercy writes 

ñstronger than fear, stronger than hunger,ò on Thanksgiving 

we celebrate the gift of being together with family and 

community.ò 

I look forward to seeing everyone at our communal 

Hanukkah celebration on Friday night, December 7th.
