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This is my annual giving speech and although I will talk about
monetary giving at the end of this speech, | want to talk about
another type of giving which is even more needed at this time.
What the temple needs even more than your financial
contribution right now are Board members and, most pressing, is
a commitment from someone who would be Wllllng to be
President next year. -

This temple is run entirely by volunteers. |
know many people do not realize this. Before |
was on the Board, | had no idea how our Rabbi
was hired, books were ordered for our Hebrew
School, or our religious calendar was set up;
who was in charge of maintaining our building,
preparing our monthly newsletter, or a myriad
of other tasks that keep a synagogue
functioning. This was always somewhat of a m
mystery to me and the answer is that these tasks do not jUSt
happen. Except for our Rabbi and Cantor, the entire temple and
Religious School is run by a group of dedicated volunteers. This
organization is just like every other one where you have 20% of
the people doing 80% of the work.

I want to take just a couple of minutes to explain to you how the
temple is run. Our Board consists of 4 officers (President, VP,
Treasurer, and Secretary). We then have 5 trustees responsible
for other committees (many of which are committees of one
unfortunately), chairs of the Religious School, Building, Adult
Education, Membership and Religious Committee.

As most of you know, this is my 4" year as President. The
presidency is a 2 year term, but when there was no Board
member willing or able to take on the presidency at the end of
my last term, | agreed to take a second term. However, our
bylaws prohibit a President from serving more than two
consecutive terms so even if | was willing to take a third term, |
am barred from doing
of you have the bright idea of simply amending the bylaws, |
really do need to move on to other things and devote some
attention to my family and my job at this point.

| have to say that | feel privileged to have served as your
President. When | accepted this position, | had no idea how
rewarding it would be. The people who belong to this
congregation are great. This is a warm, caring, and friendly
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community. | have enjoyed my time serving on the Board and as
President tremendously. 1 have made new friends that I may not
have made had | not been on the Board.

We also need someone right now to be vice president. We have a
vacancy due to a recent resignation. The vice president does not
need to agree to be President next year — although that would be
nice. The vice president is in charge of fund raising for the
temple and we usually try to do one fundraiser a year. The VP
also does whatever else the President
delegates to him or her.
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Incidentally, except for President,
Religious Chair, or Religious School
Chair, there is no reason why a non-
Jewish member could not fill a Board
position. We have a number of interfaith
families andasafamily ou
and your non-Jewish spouse would like

. to become active in the temple and
assume a Board posmon there is no reason why he or she cannot
do so.

I know we all have busy lives but please look deep within
yourself and see if you can spare some time to help with the
temple. What you get out of an organization is directly
proportionate to what you put into it. We all benefit from the
volunteers who make it a lovely place to come and worship.
What | ask from all of you at this time is to be one of those
volunteers.

Now | would like to switch to the second aspect of my appeal,
my financial appeal. We also need your monetary pledges to
meet our annual budget. We count on raising a certain amount of
our funds at this time to pay our bills. Again, to the extent you
are able to contribute, we ask that you give generously. We have
some projects that need to be done which are dependent on
raising enough money. As an example, we need to replace our
metal marquee sign. Unfortunately, the cost is triple what we
