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Rabbi’s Message

In January’s newsletter, I wrote about the importance
of balancing time spent in public prayer with time
spent in private prayer. Private prayer can enable us
to seek the holy in every time and place, while prayer
in a community can provide a context to share joys
and sorrows. At that time, | wanted to emphasize the
importance of individual prayer. In the last month or
so, | have been reminded of the other perspective—the
blessings of community.

In the last three years, | have often been amazed at the
warmth of the B’nai Abraham community—especially
as a place in which people who come from a diverse
range of backgrounds are able to feel at home. | was
able to pick up on this warmth during the phone
interview three years ago when the community was
considering hiring me as a monthly service leader,
and that does not always happen during a phone
interview! It has been a joy to deepen my relationship
with the community this year, and | am looking
forward to continuing to grow together next year.

Since the death of my father in March, | have been
able to experience the warmth of this community in a
new way. | have been deeply moved by the emails,
cards, and phone calls; handmade cards from students
in the Hebrew School; contributions to Sisterhood, to
the Temple, and to the scholarship fund established in
his name; and of course the concrete ways that people
have extended themselves to help with meals, and
filling in at services. Just as there are no truly
adequate words to express deep losses, so too are
words inadequate to express such deep appreciation
and gratitude. | am blessed to serve a community that
IS so able to pour out compassion.

Even as | have witnessed this outpouring of caring
toward me, | have also seen people reach out to each
other as they have experienced losses and struggles.
Hearing about community members organizing,
leading, and showing up for shiva for each other
shows me that this is not just a place where people
show up for services but don’t really care about those
they pray with. | am also thinking of the ways our
community members reach out to the larger
community. I hope we can always strive to be a
community that assists and comforts those in need.

| want to take the opportunity this month to express
my deep appreciation to everyone for all the ways
they have reached out to me in the past months. | also
want to express my hope that we can be a community
that consciously seeks to express appreciation for
each other year round.

At the last Shabbat service in May, we will honor our
graduating High School, College, and Graduate
School students. | would like this to become a yearly
tradition. 1 would also like to think ahead to next year
and start a column in the newsletter each month to
recognize those who have volunteered their time to
this community—for example: those who work on
maintaining the building, tutoring students in the
Hebrew School, serving on the Board, putting out the
newsletter, maintaining the website, leading a service,
or helping with an event.

We have much to celebrate at TBA and many people
to be grateful for. | hope we can always keep that
reality in sight.
