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The Board has determined there is a need to
renovate the rental premises adjacent to the
synagogue. The Board has further determined
that the best means of paying for these
renovations would be the utilization of Meltz
fund monies and Temple savings.

The Meltz fund is money that had been
bequeathed to the Temple with the specific
provision that it be utilized for capital
improvements.

Our bylaws dictate that in order to use Meltz
fund monies, there must be a special meeting
of the congregation and an affirmative vote of
25% of the membership families.

A meeting will be held on Wednesday January
6, 2010 at 7:30pm in the Temple all purpose
room.

We strongly encourage full participation by all
members and look forward to seeing you on
the 6th.
