One of the most beautiful Jewish customs that I have witnessed is
the ''blessing of the children' by the parents, customarily recited
after the lighting of the Shabbat and-holiday candles and before
the recitation of the kiddush. Traditionally, the parents place
their hands on the head and shoulders of each child separately and
recite the appropriate blessing:

For sons: Y'simha Elohim K'efrayim v'chimenasheh.
(May God bless you as He blessed the sons of Joseph
Ephraim and Menasseh.)
For daughters: Y'simeych Elohim K'Sarah, Rivkah, Rachel, v'Leah.
(May God bless you as He blessed Sarah, Rebecca Rachel
and Leah.)
For all children conclude with this blessing:
Y'varechecha Adonai v'yishmirecha.
May God bless you and keep you.

Ya'air Adonai panav eylaecha v'yichuneka.
May God show you favor and be gracious unto you.

Yisa Adonai panav eleycha v'yasaim lecha shalom,
May God show you kindness and grant you peace,

As we begin a new year, may we be privileged not only to bless our
children, but to receive many blessings from them as well,
